After a trade mark application is accepted,

others ("Opponents") have two months 
to oppose it

Opponent files a Notice of Intention to

4:  DEFEND
Prevent refusal of the trade mark application 

by filing a Notice of Intention to Defend 

3: THE GROUNDS
Opponent files a Statement of Grounds and

Particulars detailing why they are 
opposing the trade mark 

6:  EVIDENCE IN ANSWER
The trade mark owner can file Evidence in

Answer to the Opponent's evidence 

5: EVIDENCE IN SUPPORT 
Opponent can file Evidence in Support of 

their opposition

8: DECISION 
A Hearing Officer decides to refuse or register

the trade mark via a Hearing or based 
on the evidence filed

7: EVIDENCE IN REPLY 
Opponent can file Evidence in Reply to 

the trade mark owner's evidence 
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
